Girls and boys may wear navy blue pants year-round, or walking length shorts (just above the knee) during 1st quarter and 4th quarter. Pants/shorts must have belt loops and be worn with a dark brown or black belt which is in the belt loops and free of trim. Girls also have the option to wear St Mary plaid uniform skirts (K-5 has straps/top section), with shorts under the skirt. No tight or too short.
Middle school students are required to have a P.E. uniform shirt and navy shorts, not tight or too short.			
Shirts: White button-down or polo shirt (short or long sleeved), must be tucked in at the waist at all times. Navy (girls) and red (boys) polo shirts are also allowed. School shirt may be worn underneath school sweatshirts. No emblems of any kind are allowed.   service
